KS1 Resources

Whilst some of these items may be used by the whole school – For the most part these will be for the use of the KS1 children. The items include outdoor toys, craft equipment and florescent jackets.

Forest School Equipment

We will be arranging the finances to buy equipment allowing school staff to start a forest school project – again more details to follow on this project but we do know that they will be well equipped and dry.
